page 426-427.  Notice the years each was established and note the last one established. Also, note that the president has the power to appoint all Cabinet level advisors but must have Senate approval (Secretary of Defense General James Mattis appointed by President Trump) 
2. Read about the principle functions of each department. 

3. Choose a theme to help you create a consistent analogy about the Executive Branch including the President, the 15 Cabinet Departments, press secretary and chief of staff.
